Day 01 : Cairo (D )

Upon arrival in Aswan, then visit the world famous High Dam, an engineering miracle built in 1960,
generating electricity and irrigation to the whole of Egypt.

Day 05 : Luxor ( B, L, D )

Transfer to visit the west bank in Luxor, Valley of the Kings, a complex of burial chambers for the
Pharaohs from Tuthmose I.  Then drive to Hatshepsut Temple and the Colossi of Mennen gigantic
statues.

Return to Nile cruise for lunch.

Day 06 : Luxor – Cairo ( B, L,D )

Transfer to visit the East Bank of Luxor

The Temple of Karnak and The Temple of Luxor, which are linked together by an avenue of
ram-headed Sphinxes.

Day 07: Cairo – Museum – Khan Khalili ( B, L,D )

Transfer to the Egyptian Museum with your guide to view over 250,000 pieces of art dated back
to5,000 years ago.  The most important exhibition is the Fabulous Treasures of Tutankhamon,
especially his Golden Mask.
